Education Section:

How many classes this 
year? 

Our scheduling system is 
semester.

Most RHS classes will be 
“full year.” If you are taking 
a class for only one 
semester, indicate which 
semester here. If you are 
changing classes at the 
semester, you will need to 
list the second semester 
as another class.



Education Section:
Honors means academic 
awards, not honors level 
courses. Add up to 5.



Education Section:
CBO’s - choose “1” 
then browse the list to 
see if any (and how 
many) apply.



Testing Section:
Select “yes” to self 
report, then add all tests 
you have taken, or plan 
to take in the single box.



Testing Section:
Select the number of 
tests and any future 
dates, then enter your 
best scores and the 
dates they were 
achieved.
Repeat this for each 
test type



Activities Section:
Select “yes” to report 
activities. 



Activities Section:
Complete details then 
click add another at the 
bottom. You may enter 
up to 10. They should 
be listed from most 
important to you to 
least. You can re-order 
them once they are all 
in.



Writing Section:
Write using MS Word or 
Google Docs then cut 
and paste into this 
section. Be sure to 
indicate which prompt 
you are using and stay 
within the 650 word limit. 
Double check word 
count after pasting.



Writing Section:
Use additional 
comments section if you 
need to explain any part 
of your application.



Courses and Grades 
Section:
Check to see if your 
schools require this, if 
not, leave it blank.

Recommenders and 
FERPA

Start in the “For 
All Colleges” 
section, with invite 
recommenders.



Add Mr. Wirth as 
your counselor



Check with your 
teachers before 
inviting them. Give 
them your 
completed LOR 
request packet and 
verify which email 
address they use for 
their common app 
account (teachers all 
have two email 
addresses from 
RUSD)





Assign your 
recommenders for 
each school 
separately. You will 
choose from a list of 
recommenders who 
you have invited. 
Your counselor will 
assign automatically.



THINGS TO REMEMBER - http://bit.ly/CAWKSP
1. You must add at least one college before you can begin anything.
2. Carefully review the dates, deadlines and requirements of each college you add on the My Colleges 

tab. They may vary greatly.
3. Once you have added a college, complete as much of the Common App as you can. You will see 

your progress through each section marked with green checkmarks.
4. Make sure to add ALL high schools and colleges you have attended.
5. If you have taken a class as dual enrollment, indicate that in the colleges section. If you took a 

regular class at a college that does not appear on your high school transcript and for which you 
have a separate college transcript, indicate that credit was awarded directly by college.

6. Check and recheck that you have entered the correct gpa information from your transcript. Class 
size and class rank will change throughout the year. You do not need to go back and correct this. 
Just use what is on your transcript today.

7. Check and recheck that you have entered your current classes correctly. If you change a class after 
you submit, you will need to notify all schools that received your application.

8. List your honors and activities in order of importance to you.
9. Get feedback on your essay before submitting.

10. WAIVE YOUR FERPA RIGHTS
11. Don’t forget to assign your recommenders after inviting them.
12. Check your progress and the progress of recommenders submitting materials on your behalf to 

ensure that all is submitted by your dues date.
