Directions:

2. What 3 things do you enjoy about your job?

3. What education, training, and experience is needed to get this job?  What is the starting pay for a worker in this job?

4. How have computers and technology changed this job in recent years?

5. What 3 things does it take to succeed in this job?

6. How did you get hired into this job?

7. What advice would you give to a student who was thinking about this job as a future career?
