Essential Skills:

First semester- IOP verbs, future tense, conditional tense, commands, comparatives

Second semester- Perfect tense, subjunctive (including present, perfect, past), SiPS- C, prepositions for each essential skill, an assessment will be given and graded. In order to pass the class, you must receive a passing score on all essential skill assessments. Many other concepts will be taught and assessed although they may not be considered essential skill for passing the class.

Grading: 

Grades are weighted: 60% assessments, 20% quizzes/projects/free writes, 20% homework and daily language activity.
A = 90% of possible points or better.

B = 80% - 89%
C = 70% - 79%

Grades will be posted on-line. I will do my best to update grades every week or sometimes even daily. Please be patient. If you have questions or concerns about your grade, you must make an appointment to see me at lunch or after school. DO NOT ask questions about your grade before, during, or after class.

Make-up work: unexcused absences equal 0 points, no exceptions.

If you miss a test or quiz, you must make it up during PLUS or before school. You cannot make up a homework assignment unless you had an excused absence, in which case you will have until the NEXT class to turn it in. Please speak to a classmate BEFORE coming to see me.

Bug-off days: 

Everyone has bad days every now and then. If you are having a bad day and you can not be a positive contributor to class, you may use a bug-off day. You are allowed one day per semester. Only 3 people may use their bug-off day on the same day. When you enter the classroom, write your name on the board BEFORE the bell rings and sit at your desk QUIETLY. You MAY NOT disrupt the class. You are still responsible for any work that was covered in class, but I will not “bug” you at all. Please choose your days wisely.

Tardies:
